He knew he
needed something else, some other
way to find the stability that eluded
him. He knew several men who had
graduated from MRM’s long-term

LifeSkills program. “They were still

mother with three young children—can
look like the end of the world. But Joyce
felt lucky. Although her sister had an
upcoming move out of state planned, in the
meantime, she could take Joyce’s family in.

Certainly they’d be able to find affordable
housing before her sister moved to Texas.

Finding a new apartment was a lot tougher
than Joyce had bargained for. And when
her sister moved last June, Joyce had no
one else to turn to. Thats when she dialed
“2117 for help and got a referral to Joy
House, our family shelter.
